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 The 4-year graduation rate for the 2002 first-year cohort (the class of 2006) was 85.0%, the highest in 
the history of Whitman College, the first time the college has had a 4-year graduation rate above 80%.  Based on 
the number of students from this cohort who have withdrawn, the overall graduation rate for this cohort could be 
as high as around 92%.  The following shows graduation rates for the last 20 years.
