· One course (any level) treating pre-1500 CE       (can be counted also as one of the geographic areas or as a comparison and encounters course if it is a 200 or 300 level course)

· At least 2 courses (200- or 300-level) in the same geographic field, consecutive chronologically or thematically.
· History 401 (fall semester, senior year)
· One 400-level senior seminar (pre-req. = prior coursework in same area)  [cannot be used to fulfill geographic field or for senior exams]
