Meals and Lodging 
Residence Life is making a special exception for students that will be on campus during the 
WFR course this year.  That means that if you live on campus you will be able to stay in your 
residence hall room for the duration of the WFR course starting January 6th, and no sooner.  If 
you do not live on campus you are responsible for your own lodging during the course.  
Residence Life would like you to know  that during the WFR cooking in residence halls is 
discouraged.  The Glover Alston Center (GAC) on Boyer Ave (near downtown) will be open and 
available for cooking and eating meals.  Students are highly encouraged to use this space for 
cooking if staying on campus.  Please be respectful of this space and clean up and put away 
any dishes etc that you use.  And as a reminder, NO parties or events while staying in residence 
halls.  Residence life staff will be very limited at this time and you will need to be responsible for 
yourself.  Please be aware that any misuse of the residence halls will reflect poorly on the 
Outdoor Program and will impact our ability to house students in residence halls during future 
WFR courses.

Travel 
From the West: Take Highway 12 to Walla Walla. Take the Clinton Street exit, continue straight 

through the light at Isaacs and drive 3 blocks to Stop sign. Turn right on Boyer Ave, drive 4 

blocks to Park Street. The Reid Campus Center is the large brick building on the left (Southwest 

corner) of the intersection of Boyer and Park Street. The Ballroom is on the main floor.

From the South: Take Route 125 until you intersect hwy 12, then follow the directions above. 

The Outdoor Program Rental Shop is located in the lower level of the Reid Campus Center next 

to the Post Office.   
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Registration 
How to Register 
Whitman Students:  The registrar’s office will handle all Whitman student registrations for this 

class. Whitman students can register any time during the fall semester registration period for 

this class (SSRA 242A) with the registrar’s office since this class will occur in January before 

the spring semester begins. Registration is handled on a first come first served basis. Make 

sure to register for the correct section!  There are 2 courses- 1 in January and 1 in March! 

Community Members/Non-Whitman Students: There are several spaces reserved for non 

Whitman students for the January WFR course. If spaces remain available after student 

registration takes place, non-Whitman student registration will remain open until all spots are 

filled.  Registration for these spaces is handled by the Whitman College Outdoor Program 

Rental Shop on a first come first served basis.

A deposit of $400.00 is required to reserve a space in the course. Tuition balance is due by the 

first day of the course and is payable by check, credit card (Visa/MasterCard includes and 

additional $20 service fee for processing), or cash.  Checks made out to: ‘Whitman College 

Outdoor Program’.   

The tuition fee includes instruction, textbooks, equipment use, certification, and continuing 

education credits. A full refund will be given if we need to cancel the course for any reason.

Cancellation Policies 
If you cancel or withdraws from a course: 

• Greater than or equal to 30 days prior to the course start date, NOLS Wilderness Medicine 
will retain a $35.00 administrative fee. The remainder of tuition collected to date will be 
refunded.   

• Within 30 days of the course start date, tuition is non-refundable and non-transferable as 
per the following: 

o WFR – loss of course deposit. 

• Once the course begins, no refunds will be awarded. All course registrations are non-
transferable.
